Costs
Tuition fees fo r non-  

EU/EEA students vary per 

pro  gramme. An average  

master’s programme costs 

SEK 129,0 0 0 /year (roughly 

EUR 12,0 0 0 ), while  bache  -  

 lo r’s programmes tend  

to  be  less expensive . For  

EU/EEA, Nordic  and Swiss 

students, higher educ ation 

is free  in Sweden.
